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Kasareikka of Stockholm, Sweden, was active in the 1920's as a combined theatre and folk dance
group, and in 1962 the current folk dance group was founded. It has 35 active members. Apart
from traditional Finnish folk dances, their repertoire includes folk dances from the other Nordic
countries and from the Baltic countries. In addition, their repertoire includes song games from
Finnish folk dance tradition and parlor dances as well as new variations of Finnish folk dances. The
goal of this group is to preserve and spread the Finnish folk dance and music tradition. In this way
they promote Finnish culture in Sweden and other countries.

Major Finnish
choreographers (Milla Korja and Petri Kauppinen, Antti Savilampi, Aimo Hentinen, and Hannu
Nipuli) created dance suites specifically for Katirilli.

Pekka Pentikainen, the world famous Finnish accordionist, has been invited to accompany the
Katirilli to Duluth. Pekka will accompany Katirilli musicians and will provide music during
performances and social hours.
